Ninety-nine Jean Reynolds flew her Piper Comanche until the age of 83.  A flight instructor and charter pilot, she flew in two Powder Puff derbies.  She encouraged many to pursue their dreams in aviation, as well as other endeavors.

Norma Wilcox was a flight instructor whose flying career spanned thirty-five years, beginning in 1952. As a Ninety-Nine she flew numerous air races, including five Powder Puff Derbies.

Long-time pilot Maggie Schock helped her husband, Ray, run a flying school in Texas before moving to Arizona. After moving to Tucson, she thought local women pilots should get together for the fun of flying, so she founded the Tucson Chapter of the Ninety-Nines in 1951.

Betty Engstrom was a teacher who learned to fly alongside her husband in the early 1970’s.  She went on to fly many treasure hunts, a Powder Puff Derby, and other events such as the Palms to Pines air race. Betty participated in many outreach programs combining her love of flying and her teaching profession, and she most recently served as membership chairman in the Tucson Ninety-Nines Chapter.

In memory of these accomplished pilots, the Tucson Chapter of the Ninety-Nines will award a minimum of $ 1500.00 in scholarship monies to assist deserving women in flight training.

Tucson Chapter of the Ninety-Nines Scholarship Fact Sheet

Purpose

The Tucson chapter of the Ninety-Nines is committed to helping women in their pursuit of aviation goals, and we realize how costly flight training can be. This scholarship is available as an aid in funding a private, instrument or commercial certificate. 

Eligibility

Applicant shall have a current medical appropriate to the rating goal.

The applicant must be proficient in English.

The applicant must have passed the written exam appropriate to the rating sought before money is awarded, but not necessarily before application is submitted. 

Selection Process

Any woman pilot or student pilot residing in the greater Tucson area/Pima County is eligible to apply for the Tucson Chapter of the Ninety-Nines Scholarship. The scholarship committee will review each application and determine the recipient. The recipient will be determined based on activities in and commitment to aviation, appropriateness of goals, financial need and letters of recommendation. This scholarship recipient will be announced at the installation party in June 2008.

Application Guidelines

Complete the application in full using the attached form. Mail the original and three copies of:

1.  The application

2.  Personal essay (1000 words or less)

3. Copies of current medical, copies of logbook entries showing current training and endorsements, copy of current certificate(s) and BFR if applicable.

4. Letter(s) of recommendation-no more than three.

Once the application and supporting materials are received, the Scholarship Chairman and committee shall meet to review the application and credentials of the candidate.  When the candidate has met the criteria for a scholarship, the committee shall make a recommendation on acceptance for the scholarship. The Scholarship Chairman shall then present the names and recommendations to the Tucson 99’s board.  Once approved by the board, the candidates request shall be presented to the membership for approval.  The Scholarship Chairman shall notify the candidate of acceptance or denial of the scholarship.

Award and Terms

The scholarship will be paid directly to the flight school or independent flight instructor.  Receipts showing hours flown must be signed by both the instructor and student, and submitted to the Tucson Chapter of the Ninety-Nines Scholarship Committee for audit and approval for reimbursement. Recipients who successfully complete their ratings will receive a one-year’s membership in both the Ninety-Nines Organization of Women Pilots main organization and the Tucson Chapter. If the recipient does not complete the rating appropriate to her award within one year of the award date, the Scholarship Committee will review her status, taking into account special circumstances. Any unused monies will revert to the Tucson Chapter Scholarship Fund.
